INFORMATION: 

• All RETURNING players please register on-line early.  

• All NEW players to the league are not permitted to register on-

line. You must register in person at Baseball Express on Jan 10th, 12th, 

14
th,

 18
th

, 21
st

  2012. See info flyer for times. If you are new to the league 

and register on-line the registration will be voided at the end of 

registration process. 

• All new players must prove residence and date of birth. Driver’s license 

with current address, Water or Electric bill, birth certificate must be 

brought to Baseball Express for approval. 

• You must live within the MPLL boundary to be eligible to play. See 

boundary map on our website. 

• You will save $10 on registration fees if you register on or before Jan 

14th (Early registration). After Jan 14th (Late registration) all registration 

fees go up $10..REGISTER EARLY 

• Once a league has reached capacity your player will go on a waiting list 

with no guarantee that they will be placed on a team. REGISTER EARLY 

• If you want to manage a team in 2012 please contact league VP as soon as 

possible.

Weekday games usually start at 5:30 

or 6pm each league has different time limits. Contact league VP for more 

info. 

• You will receive a shirt and hat with your registration fee. Other fees are 

set by your team such as lettering the uniform, purchase of socks, belt, 

pants and some managers collect fees to pay for practice fields and 

batting cages.   

• All leagues except T-Ball are set up by a draft. There are no guarantees 

that friends will make the same team. Brothers in most cases will play on 

same team.
